ADS-B Benefits

 Provides air-to-air surveillance capability.
 Provides surveillance to remote or inhospitable areas that do not currently have

coverage with radar.
 Provides real-time traffic and aeronautical information in the cockpit.
 Allows for reduced separation and greater predictability in departure and arrival

times.
 Supports common separation standards, both horizontal and vertical, for all

classes of airspace.
 Improves ability of airlines to manage traffic and aircraft fleets.
 Improves ability of air traffic controllers to plan arrivals and departures far in

advance.
 Reduces the cost of the infrastructure needed to operate the National Airspace

System.
