Between Puerto Rico (lluri Intersection) and Barbados is Non-Radar. Use standard
Non-Radar Position Reporting Procedures.

Barbados uses hPa for altimeter settings. Ensure you adjust your altimeter(s) correctly.

Trans Alt — When descending from Flight Level, the Trans Alt is set prior to reaching
3,000’. Thiswill avoid any altitude deviation when leveling off at assigned altitude.

Trans L evel — When departing and climbing out, the Trans Level is set when at the
reported Trans Level (ATIS will indicate either FL 40 or FL 45)

The Handler at the Barbados Airport will have the required Customs Forms for the
Passengers and Crew.
